	One of the biggest worries of mothers of teenagers is having their kid have sex to early and getting an STD or even getting pregnant.  Pediatrician say that studies show that the access to condoms doesn’t increase the sexual activity, but does decrease sexually transmitted diseases, pregnancy, and HIV. (ABC news)
It also says condoms are not completely effective. Condoms do not prevent all cases of STD. These STD are herpes the human papilloma virus, but having condoms available in an educational environment can raise awareness of risk avoidance.

This site also states that number of teens using condoms is increasing and that the number of teen pregnancy is going down. The majority of the decline of the teen pregnancy rates in the Unite States (86%) is due to teens’ increasing consistent contraceptive use; the rest is due to higher proportions of teens choosing to delay sexual activity. 
	Teens that are sexually active that don’t use condoms are at risk and they should be able to have access to condoms in an educational environment, but most teens are scared to ask for some to and have their parents find out that they’re sexually active, so they do it with out them  (Debate- does access to condoms prevent teen pregnancy)
Every time we use a condom we are not entirely safe. Condoms have an average fail rate of 12% of 14%. When a condom is used correctly it still has a possibility to rip or slip off. Nobody is absolutely safe from sex, but even though condoms don’t completely save you. It still put you at a lower risk than if you don’t use one.
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
